I try my best to inform them of the 
program and its benefits, but our families are stepping into 
the unknown, are afraid, and often spend their first night cry-
ing and thinking ... 'What have I gotten us into.'

She said the children 
did not want to leave and everyone went above and beyond 
to make them comfortable."
